What I

like best about his writing is the accessibility; he is a knowledgeable fan speaking to other fans,

making connections and offering insights. Since he is covering years when I was a fan following

baseball, the books offer me a pleasing revisiting of the past, but even if you weren't of age to be

actively engaged with the players and games he's covering, if you're buying this sort of book you'll

find his guidance pleasant.
