This guide provides great information for both the novice gardner and the experienced. It includes
all the basic information: height, spread and hardiness but most interesting are the
recommendations and descriptions of varieties available. The "tips" on where to plant and also
special information such as "divide every 2-3 years to maintain foliage color" will help me to learn
more about the care of my plants. The authors also note "Plant of Merit" certification which is helpful
in selecting new plants. Overall a very worthwhile reference that will be used often.
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
