This is the second book I've read by Roberta Kagan (1st was "All My Love, Detrick"), which
completely captured my attention, with very realistic characters and a storyline evoking strong
emotions on almost every level. This book was no less riveting and | cannot WAIT until "The
Promised Land" is published! On the other hand, | must explain the reason for not giving this book a
full 5 stars...the grammar and spelling were just atrocious! | found myself being constantly distracted
from the storyline due to the number of spelling errors, commas in the wrong place (causing
awkward pauses), or missing entirely, as well as apostrophes used incorrectly.

This was a very interesting story. Sadly, it was full of grammatical errors. Commas in the wrong
place, letters missing, and sometimes the wrong word entirely. In addition, the children in the story
were not realistic.

All three year olds | have been around can easily do
this or simply sit down to play.lt is unfortunate that these errors occurred because despite feeling
pulled out of the story several times, | did find it interesting and struggled to do anything other than
read this story because | came to care for the characters and wanted to see how they would win

over their struggles.
