This is a book you use when you have some exposure to the trees and

shrubs, some knowledge of plants...but need to hone in quickly on a group of trees or shrubs for a

specific situation. Some basic plant taxology doesn't hurt either. So in a way - its not a beginners

book.I do landscape design, and I think that with the plethora of images available on Google - one

doesn't necessarily need photos in every garden book one owns. But if you need a time tested list

as a starting point - you really should have this book. Coupled with Google to supply the imagery -

its an invaluable resource.

From the amount of information in the book probably only

very little is missing. Even though it is small print, very dense, very few illustrations, it is

nevertheless very readable.
