attitudes and providing a complex picture of the issues that concerned Americans.

Schiffrin includes
comics from Melville Bernstein, Eric Godal, John Groth, Al Hirschfeld, Mischa Richter, Carl Rose,
Arthur Szyk, and more along with short background essays placing the cartoons in context. Those
interested in World War Il history or Dr. Seuss’ early work will find this particularly interesting,
though the material itself deserves close attention for its ability to distill the culture in which the
