Logan in September, 1918 to Russia. Prior to the above deployments, were the deployments of the

27th and 31st Infantry Regiments from the Philippines on the USS Merritt, USS Crook, and USS

Warren to Russia via Japan in early August, 1918. They were the first U.S. Army units to arrive in

Vladivostok. Seventy-five U.S. Marines from the USS Brooklyn (the flagship of the U.S. Asiatic

Fleet) were reinforced by fifty U.S. Marines from the USS New Orleans (it had sailed from Cavite,
