There is much that I learned from _Fast Future_. Throughout, I found the writing to be accessible

and, the style, fluid. As both an observer of and advocate for the Millennial generation, David

Burstein makes a strong case for his cohort being in the vanguard of social and technological

change. His second and third chapters are particularly strong and offer a font of useful information

as well as a wellspring of insightful observations. At times, he assumes the role of Millennial

defense attorney, although his is an assertive rather than defensive book. When and where

necessary, he qualifies his sanguinity and strikes the right note of caution. I felt much better

informed and optimistic about the often derided Millennials after reading _Fast Future_.In this age of

mounting inequality between haves and the have-nots, some might understandably focus on class

inequality, rather than age cohort, as the great divide. Still, Burstein's argument is a compelling one.

While the ruin of large swaths of America makes it difficult to remain buoyant, my encounter with

_Fast Future_ leaves me feeling better rather than worse. This is a book that should be read by

everybody with an interest in the young people who are, and will be, shaping our futures.Thomas M.
