book" that is the over arching methodology of this genre.Though, this book has something more;
beyond the fuzzy pinkness, is a recurring theme of expletives, the need to urinate at inconvenient
times, drunken disorderlyness, more expletives, infidelity, and the "iron clad virgin" -that is the
protagonist- which rather makes a mockery of resistance, while most chick lit novels skirt around the
issue with holier-than-though subtexts. It could be its autobiographical nature, that avoids the
vapidity of your average chick-lit novel, OR it could be the periodical philosophical introspection that
interlude the story’s progression, or it could be both? | think it is both.I love this book, | enjoyed it
immensely- all of the "characters" aroused a subtle reminder to find meaning in everyday life.
