Although there are online study guides I'm a firm believer that everyone needs to use the ARRL
books like these. The spiral binding makes it easier to flip back and forth between the study material
and the test questions. Reasonable size print and all of the information that you need to pass the
exam. You still need to put the time in to learn the material but everything you need is right in this
book.

This book covers everything you need to master the General-class ham radio exam. Explanations
are clear, understandable, and make studying a breeze. When the text refers to material that's on
the exam it includes a bracketed citation so you can reference the exact question and answer the
text refers to. The full question pool is included in the back for easy studying, though I find using
online ham exam "flash card" or "practice exam" sites to be more effective practice than just reading
the question pool.The book’s focus is on preparing you for the exam and so it doesn’t delve into as

much technical detail as, say, the ARRL Antenna Book, or other technical reference books.

The book is incomplete,, so much data and information is not even touched on in the books,, so
many questions on the tests go unanswered by the book and its contents.. BOOK SEEMS TO BE
